In the first term of our pilot year we worked with
classroom teachers, literacy coordinators and
headteachers to integrate CAGSE Latin into the
government mandated literacy programme.

The second and third terms of the 2007/2008
year showed that our first term adjustments
were well targeted and implemented. Lesson
plans were reworked to improve links with both
the literacy objectives and other subjects in the
National Cur ri cul um. Cl a
goals were taken into account, allowing
CAGSE teachers to work together to customise
lesson plans for each class.

The weekly and monthly teacher sessions

continued to develop a corpus of songs and

games that would make learning Latin and

English grammar challenging, fun and

something to look forward to.

In their comments during the second and third
S terms, headteachers and classroom teachers
alike reported with enthusiasm that their
students were clearly developing a deeper
understanding of grammar, structure and
vocabulary of English and Latin.

referred us to other interested schools, now participating in the 2008/2009 programme (see p.7).

The CAGSE programme has now expanded beyond London boroughs into Buckinghamshire. A further
school from the same county will start CAGSE lessons at the beginning of Spring term 2009.

Training, Training, Training

For 2008/2009, CAGSE 1is continuing to
prioritise training and supporting new teachers.
All staff, including those with experience in
state school classrooms, are required to engage
In mentoring specific to literacy programmes
generally and to the CAGSE approach in
particular. In response to the independent
report, we have eliminated problems with
classes of mixed abilities, with class engagement

and with contextualisation.

CAGSE held a two-day intensive training
session in September before the start of the
school year.

Teacher meetings and sessions for curriculum
development continue. Teachers meet to
develop lesson plans for the following week and

customise them according to the different

classes and their varied needs.

Mentoring

Regardless of previous classroom experience, all
CAGSE teachers are required to go through
training to learn the specific requirements of
CAGSE’ s Latin and L
Those with little or no previous teaching
experience follow a four-stage mentoring plan
for at least one term before they are given their
own classes. This plan includes:

1. Sitting in on lessons

2. Acting as teaching assistant to our top
teachers

3. Presenting lessons under supervision
4. Teaching their own class

This integral part of CAGSE's programme
strengthens our teachers' confidence, hones their
classroom management skills and enables them
to become excellent teachers.
